Cathy’s daughter Kassandra is 15 years old.  The lesion on Kasandra’s arm was
first noticed on Monday, March 24, 2008.

The photograph (below left) shows the lesion on March 31, only one week after
the lesion was first noticed.  This photo was taken before StaphWash treatment
began.  Cathy estimates the depth of the lesion to have been about 1/2 inch at that
time.  Staph MRSA is a flesh-eating bacteria which consumes tissue, kills the tissue,
and tunnels deeper with the passage of time.

  

The photo (above
right) was taken 8 hours after the first application of StaphWash.  The photo shows
initial improvement in the color of the tissue, indicating a reduction of inflamation.

By March 8th, I
had cellulitis, the ER swabbeed it and sent it off. They gave me
bactrum and sent me home, never saying anything about MRSA or the
possibility of it being contagious.  It is April 3rd, I have been in the
hospital twice, and have 2 open, bored out holes in my leg that we
must pack with gause daily.  They gave me IV antibiotics
(vancomycin) for three days and still never told me how contagious it
was. Now my room mate has it on the back of his neck.  Some public
service announcements might be helpful.  I am on my third different
antibiotic, and praying I haven’t spread this to my grand children.

I can’t stress enough about how well the STAPHWASH is working on
my daughters arm!!!!

Dr. told me that 70% of people coming in for skin sores have MRSA
at that location.

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Prescription drug use caused problems --
StaphWash provided better healing than prescription Altabax
The following report was provided by Cathy on April 15th.

Cathy explained that on Friday April 4th, Kass returned to the doctor.  She was told
to keep using the StaphWash to clean the lesion and to put the Altabax ointment on
it as well.

Kass had one day left on the previously-prescribed oral antibiotics and was told not
to take anymore unless signs of infection retuned.

After 4 days being off the oral antibiotics and using the topical Altabax, the lesion
was " Hot and Sore."  Kass reported the soreness when she came home from
school on Wednesday (April 9th, or Day 9 of the sequence).

When we removed the band-aid to dress the lesion, it appeared as if the ointment
had broke down into oils and goo, and the lesion looked inflamed (not too bad, but
worse than it had been).

We called the doctor’s office and they prescribed another 5 days of oral antibioitic
(which she finished this morning).  That was when (April 9th) we discontinued
using the Altabax ointment.  The doctor wanted us to continue using it; but we had
doubts!  So we got on the website for ALTABAX and read about its characteristics
and side effects! I wish we'd had cheked it out before we used Altabax for 5
days!!!

I'm sure that the use of Altabax is why we had a problem; because since we
discontinued using Altabax and continued to use StaphWash, her lesion is healing
and now looks GREAT!!!!

As of today (April 15th), we can't even tell there was ever a hole at all!!!

Thanks to your product, she's right back on track!!
